Lubricated: Week 3 Notes 

1. Christ was not His surname! 

 
Mark 1:1-15 – “the baptism of Jesus” 
The commissioning of Jesus . . . 

Jesus Christ, Son of God (Anointed One – Messiah) 

Spirit descends on him like a dove & God’s endorsement!  

God’s audible endorsement “This is my beloved Son . . .” 

Christ in the New Testament: 

Christos [Greek] = “the Anointed One” 

Messiah [Hebrew] = “covered in oil” or “anointed” 

Messiah is someone sent and empowered by God to bring His people into the 

things God had promised them! [Including eternal salvation!] 

 

2. The anointing of Jesus! 

 
Luke 4:16-21 – “the Spirit of the Lord is upon me because . . .” 
Stand up to read: 

“The Spirit of the Lord is upon me . . .” [The Spirit already on Him!] 

“. . . because He has anointed me . . .” [He was already anointed!] 

“ . . . anointed to . . . do wonderful things . . .” 

Sit down to teach: 

“. . . today this scripture is fulfilled in your hearing . . .” 

Jesus was already anointed at this point! 

Jesus already had the power of the Holy Spirit on him at this point! 

 
3. Same anointing - a different type of oil! 

 
Acts 10:36-38 – “how God anointed Jesus Christ of Nazareth . . .” 
“How God anointed Jesus Christ . . . with the Holy Spirit” 

• The same type of anointing – a different type of oil! 

• Not a flask/horn of oil – but the Holy Spirit (not type but fullness!) 

 

The baptism and commissioning of Jesus was the moment God chose to demonstrate 

the seal of the Holy Spirit upon the life of Jesus. He was the anointed one, but unlike 

the priests, prophets & kings of the OT, Jesus was anointed with the Holy Spirit. 

The OT anointing oil was symbolic of the Holy Spirit who would anoint Jesus! 

4. The priesthood of believers! 
 
2 Cor 1:21-22 – “we are anointed by God” 
1 John 2:20 – “anointed by Holy One . . . brings knowledge!” 
1 John 2:26-27 – “the anointing abides and teaches” 
All believers are anointed! 

We have an anointing from the Anointed One! 

All these verses refer to ALL BELIEVERS! 

 

1 Peter 2:9 – “. . . a royal priesthood . . .” 
The anointing in the New Testament is about: 

• The uniqueness of Christ the Anointed One (Messiah - all NT verses referring to 

one who is especially anointed by God refer to Jesus Christ) 

The fact that all believers – as a royal priesthood – are anointed by God to perform 

service to Him by the power of the Holy Spirit! 

What about gifts & callings? 

• There are different gifts of the Spirit and different callings 

There is only one anointing – from the same Holy Spirit! It is the same Holy Spirit who 

anoints all members of the body of Christ no matter what your gifts or calling! 

Different gifts, different callings, but one Holy Spirit and one anointing! 

All Christians have the Holy Spirit, are anointed, and are part of the priesthood!
